H1N1 flu has caused a greater 

disease b u r d e n in peop le y o u n g e r 

t h a n 25 years of age. 

There are var ious m e t h o d s in 

p ro tec t ing yourself from the flu, ac­

co rd ing t o C D C Cen te r for Disease 

Cont ro l . There are 3 steps to follow, 

those include. Take t i m e to get vac­

cinated. Take everyday prevent ive 

ac t ions a n d take flu ant iviral d r u g s 

if r e c o m m e n d e d . 

There are two different vaccines , 
o n e is for seasonal flu and the o the r 
is str ict ly for the H 1 N 1 virus . 

The vacc ina t ions will take place 
in the gym. 

Taking t he H 1 N 1 vaccine will 
help bui ld u p i m m u n i t y from the 
flu. 

C D C expresses h o w severe the 
flu v i rus can be , "Each year, in t he 
Uni ted States, o n average 36,000 
people die f rom flu-related c o m ­
pl icat ions and m o r e t h a n 200,000 
are hospi ta l ized from flu-related 
causes."
